These are families in whom the seed of God’s Word has:
· Found fertile soil
· Grown deep roots of faith, hope, love and forgiveness
· Developed a strong trunk through adult spiritual leaders
· Bared fruit that nourishes the world
· Multiplied

Other seeds fell into good soil and brought forth grain, growing up and increasing and yielding thirty and sixty and a hundredfold.
And these are the ones sown on the good soil:  they hear the word and accept it and bear fruit, thirty and sixty and a hundredfold.

Be fruitful and multiply, and fill the earth and subdue it;



The root problem in the world

Plagued by the effects of the tower of Babel


Strong families reverse these effects by re-creating the connection.  They do what Pentecost does.


Strong families embody the ministry of reconciliation at its most fundamental level.

2 Corinthians 5:18-19 
All this is from God, who reconciled us to himself through Christ, and has given us the ministry of reconciliation; that is, in Christ God was reconciling the world to himself, not counting their trespasses against them, and entrusting the message of reconciliation to us.


They do this through adoption.

Strong families can adopt others because they know they have been adopted by God.

Romans 8:15 
For you did not receive a spirit of slavery to fall back into fear, but you have received a spirit of adoption. 

Galatians 4:5 
in order to redeem those who were under the law, so that we might receive adoption as children.

Ephesians 1:5
He destined us for adoption as his children through Jesus Christ, according to the good pleasure of his will,
