What does this story tell you about God?  About human beings?  About yourself?  About the 
relationship between God, human beings and yourself? 

 
4. What “story” competes most with the biblical story to be the primary lens through which you 

view yourself and the world?  In other words, what lies are you most tempted to believe 
about yourself, about others, about the world? 

 
5. Do you believe that you get to choose which “drama” you are in or do you think that you part 

has been given to you with no choice?
